RACE FOR THE TRUTH

Getting to Know Your Fellow Patrol Members
Please read all directions in bold aloud:

Materials Needed:

Markers to identify the start and finish line, string or cones, ample space for participants.
Goal:

The name of this game is called “Race For the Truth.”  The goal of this game to is learn more about each other

Objective: 

Some of you know each other; some of you know each other well; some of you have barely met.  Everyone is about to embark on a race to get to know each other better.  Because a Scout is always truthful, your objective is to cross the finish line as quickly as possible by truthfully answering questions about yourself.

Instructions:

1. Everyone stand next to each other at the starting line; space yourselves out.
2. In a moment I will read a statement aloud. If it is true for you, then take a regular step forward (none one of those giant “this is how I usually walk” steps – give an example of an exaggerated giants steps).  If it’s false for you, remain where you are and wait for the next statement.

3. I will continue reading statements until someone crosses the finish line

4. After someone crosses the finish line, spend some time allowing the participants to talk about their answers, their favorite questions, and who had answers in common.

5. Ask them does it really matter who crossed the finish line?  By getting to know your fellow patrol members better, you’ve accomplished the goal.
6. If the Scouts enjoyed the game, play it again, time permitting, using the rest of the statements or make up some of your own from what you know about the Scouts.
Statements:

· People call me by a nickname rather than my real first name
